PARATEXT (1)

Those parts of a published work that provide a framework for the written
text.

Paratextual elements typically include the title page, preface,
contents pages, illustrations and appendices. Genette
argues that although the paratext amounts to just a "a fringe
of the printed text ... [it is] a privileged place of pragmatics
and a strategy, of an influence on the public, an influence
that [...] is at the service of a better reception for the text and
a more pertinent reading of it" (1997 [1987]: 2).




PARATEXT (2)

Size, format and binding begin the work of signification
before the text/publication has even been read/opened.

But white space could signify as much as black or red. In
early modern England space, like leisure, was a mark of
privilege.
