Landscape is formed by the system of built spaces and the system of open spaces.

the set of unbuilt areas, open spaces and landscape are the system in which the built part of the city is
inside.

Therefore, the "empty" is the main coordinator of the landscape as a value and container
resources: it takes on a strategic role in the process of redevelopment.

In an open space it should be recognized the diversities: environmental, historical, cultural,
ecological and natural that characterize it.

- ecological environment relationships (water, vegetation, continuity and permeability of the
urban fabric, the areas of relevance as gardens, the countryside and the forest, the residual
areas ....)

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Project of open space system

The project is always, by definition, a conceptual act.
Every conceptual act, is a concept that is created and shaped by an idea.

Each design conception has one or more contexts of reference.
They can be considered in an explicit or implicit way, conscious or unconscious, voluntary or involuntary.

In the landscaping project, the landscape itself is the only context which is not avoidable, as the subject
recipient of the creative impulse.

The project, today, should not only play a technical role, in response to specific functional requirements,
but also a cultural role, making an important contribution in increasing awareness of society towards
contemporary issues.

The whole community has an active fundamental role: landscape as a place of life of the people
(European Convention)

It is even the daily space, the suburbs and the Old Town —it is a responsibility of all, to all.

Perceive the landscape, even the degraded and compromise, as heritage, allows communities to ensure
its preservation and redevelopment, as of developing a sense of deep foundation of innovation.

Each person works and expresses his mark, as a gardener of a planetary garden, striking image suggested by Gilles

Clément, who writes: "Earth taken as territory reserved to life is an enclosed space, limited by the boundaries of the
systems of life (the biosphere). In short, a garden. Just enunciated, this statement nails every human being, as a
passenger on Earth, its responsibility as guardian of the living world that has received in management. And there it
becomes a gardener. “

The project becomes the tool to convey the qualities expressed or requests by the experts and by the
population in the city transformation for the purpose of creating new landscapes.



“When I’'m called to design a site | don’t look it as a blank slate on which to play something, where to draw a pleasant
subject or impose by force a sign.(...)

| walk the place trying to unravel the secrets (...) Not all of these considerations will flow into the project (...)

In this way ideas born: as intimate interpretations of emotions, born from a careful look, but also a playful look. (...) A
space can never be separated from all that surrounds it, (...) nor it can rise to a closed and self-referential design gesture.

Each project should start with questioning the apparent legitimacy of the agreed limits for operation, with the refusal to
let the landscape fragments in many soils blind action with respect to each other. (...)

You have to avoid being under the influence of an exclusive area. You must flee from, to distance, reach the limits in order
to discover the different possible ways in which to escape. (...)

In the landscape there is no limit so hard, so close that you can’t open to spaces of intermediate (...). To explore the
horizons of a landscape, you must engage in a double movement: one that takes us away from the place and considered
us free from its influence and vice versa what makes us retrace our steps and enter into his intimacy through a meticulous
and progressive exfoliation of its different states limit ".

The redevelopment of the city requires the identification of a strategy on the urban scale,

which allows to enhance existing resources in terms of the logic of the system and which can then be
articulated in structure of individual spaces that the city offers.

A “landscape approach” tends to favor relations in the city and in the countryside, according to the principle

that Whole is more than the sum of the parts, involving the whole historic and
contemporary urban body.

Giving a “landscape meaning” to a project requires an ethical conception on which to base the
capital resources. The approval of these resources, within the fabric of the city, allows the creation
of an extensive network based on the attribution of value to every open spaces available, the

institutionally identified and the everyday use ones.



In the cities there are a series of problems related to different scales of the urban landscape: from the
shortcomings of compositional language to the lack of functional role of the spaces, or the randomness of
the multiple devices for street furniture.

We can recognize some critical points recurring:

What is missing?

balance of scale - lack of balance of scale that covers both the
relationship between objects and spaces that contain them, and the
relationships between the spaces and the system as a whole

lack of relations - lack of system open spaces relations, in terms of
perception of the closeness between the spaces and the continuity

of the system

balance of semiotic - sobriety and extent of the signs. Widespread
lack of characterizing signs, contrasts in certain cases for an excess of
signs which makes difficult the reading and understanding spaces
confused image - undifferentiated and inconsistency with the

environment, with the use of languages strongly inhomogeneous,
in architecture, accommodation, furnishings.

How regenerate the city: with a contemporary language

Main targets:

- The functional hierarchy and the morphological consistency with the scale of the public space;

- The morphological composition of open public spaces to form sub-unit complex;

- The contemporaneity of the design language for the preservation and development of the historical
memories of the city;

- The structural and functional integration of the vegetation (trees and shrubs) to improve the quality of
the urban habitat;

- the measured and integrated use of lighting systems, signaling and furnishing of public spaces.
